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I. Executive Summary  

  

  Nueces County Community Action Agency (NCCAA) works with partners to apply 

comprehensive strategies to eliminate the causes of poverty for the people of Nueces County. 

NCCAA aims to serve the individuals, children, and families of Nueces with all-inclusive services 

leading them to self-sufficiency and transitioning out of poverty.  

  Through annual updates to the Comprehensive Community Needs Assessment (CCNA) 

of 2021, Nueces County Community Action Agency monitors the community's needs and 

provides services. Changes to procedures, expectations, or new regulatory guidance are 

addressed during the year, adjusting be compliant. NCCAA strategically plans to better serve 

Nueces County with future services and appropriate resources within the agency.   

Although COVID 19 continues to be a challenge, NCCAA continues to provide services to 

our community, maintaining our mission statement's direction. Interactive activities for the 

students at home in conjunction with online materials provided by the staff have ensured we 

continue to educate and care for our community. Community Services has modified the 

application process to ensure safety to the staff and clients. Although they can be challenging at 

times, the flexibility and adaptability of our staff and community members have ensured our 

continued success. NCCAA leveraged the use of technology to serve the community further. In-

person service was provided by virtual services supported by leveraging funds to increase cyber 

capability. Digital platforms increased the ability to communicate with staff, recipients, and 

affiliated organizations. The Governing bodies were also included in using technology and 
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virtual media to continue operating. Virtual platforms conducted in-person meetings, ensuring 

continued services and the decision-making processes.   

Nueces County is eighth out of 59 Texas counties identified as Communities at Risk 

according to the Texas Maternal, Infant, and Early Childhood Home Visiting Needs Assessment 

(August 2021).    The prenatal drug exposure rate is 16.1 babies for every 1,000 births, 

increasing Nueces County's risk. Homelessness has risen over 42% from 2019 to 2020, with a 

lack of affordable housing and unemployment rates. Homelessness continues to be an issue for 

our underserved communities. A notable positive trend from 2019 to 2020 is the drug overdose 

rate decreasing 16% and the drug overdose mortality rate equally decreasing by 16%.   

Nueces County Community Action Agency monitors and assesses our community, 

focusing on its needs with NCCAA's Mission Statement. Surveys and focus groups comprised of 

NCCAA members and the community at large evaluate the needs of our community and define 

the agency's priorities. Providing services to our underserved community and opportunities to 

rise out of poverty is at the forefront of the agency's efforts.     
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II. Introduction  

Nueces County Community Action Agency (NCCAA) has been a leader in President 

Johnson's War on Poverty initiative since 1964. Since our beginning, NCCAA has continued to 

serve the individuals, children, and families of Nueces County with all-inclusive services leading 

them to self-sufficiency and transitioning out of poverty. Through our mission statement, 

"NCCAA works with partners to apply comprehensive strategies to eliminate the causes of 

poverty for people of Nueces County," the services provided to the underserved community 

support a means to transition families and the community out of poverty. The agency ensures 

the services provided support the 2021 Comprehensive Community Need Assessment findings 

and our mission statement, meeting the federal requirements of United States Health and 

Human Service Information Memorandums 49 and 138. The information gathered from the 

CCNA21 will be used in the Agencies Strategic planning process.   

Birth to Five Head Start, federally funded by The Office of Head Start under the 

Department of Health and Human Services, is designed to foster the healthy development of 

pregnant women, infants, toddlers, and preschool-age children from low-income families. The 

program also includes a limited number of pregnant women as part of our Early Head Start 

extension. We provide prenatal and postpartum information, education, and services for 

pregnant women.  

Community Services, federally funded by the Community Service Block Grant (CSBG), 

Comprehensive Energy Assistance Program (CEAP), Low-Income Home Energy Assistance 

Program (LIHEAP), Department of Energy (DOE), and NeighborWorks America provide a holistic 

approach to the household needs of people in the community. Services include case 

management, tuition assistance, utility assistance, home preservation and modification, 
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weatherization, heating and cooling, and affordable housing. The program also provides 

educational material on the conservation of energy and energy control costs in the household. 

NCCAA works with partners to apply comprehensive strategies to eliminate the causes 

of poverty for the people of Nueces County. We promise to provide our community with 

courtesy, dignity, respect, and confidentiality in delivering services. Nueces County Community 

Action Agency changes people's lives, embodies the spirit of hope, improves communities, and 

makes America a better place to live. We care about the community as a whole, and we are 

dedicated to helping people help themselves and each other. 

Nueces County is located in the U.S. state of Texas. As of the 2020 census, the 

population was 353,178, making it the 16th-most populous county in the state. The county seat 

is Corpus Christi. The county was formed in 1846 from portions of San Patricio County and 

organized the following year. It is named for the Nueces River, which marks the county's 

northwestern boundary with San Patricio County before emptying into its mouth at Nueces Bay 

north of the port of Corpus Christi. Nueces County is part of the Corpus Christi metropolitan 

statistical area.

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IV. Data Collection and Methodology 

  The assessment was completed by a committee of three from October 2021 through 

February 2022. In this Community Needs Assessment, qualitative and quantitative data were 

derived from open-source data in conjunction with agency-derived data. Quantitative data was 

gathered from multiple sites, including; census, community partners, community needs 

assessments, Nueces County Profile websites, the Community Action Partnership Community 

Assessment Tool (Community Commons), and other verifiable databases to ensure the critical 

components of the CNA.    

To gather qualitative data, the committee developed surveys on google forms to be 

distributed across the entire service area of Nueces County. The CSBG worksheet was the base 

document for creating the survey questions. Using the Raosoft calculator for sample size, the 

representative sample size should be 384 responses; 359 were received. The following is a list 

of sample persons used: elected officials, community leaders, non-profit organizations, 

churches/ministries, stakeholders, neighborhood associations, and staff. The links to the 

surveys were distributed through email, social media (agency and personal Facebook pages), 

and face-to-face with the clients that we serve. Once the responses were received, the 

committee determined the top 5 needs related to the agency's ability to meet the community's 

needs. The top five needs were derived from services NCCAA provides, with the highest 

response percentage being the top identified needs. The results were tabulated through a 

downloaded excel document. Once the needs were determined, a virtual focus group was 

scheduled (February 25, 2022), and the causes of the needs were determined. Representatives 

for the board, low-income, staff, and parents were invited to attend the event. The committee 
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met one additional time (February 28, 2022) to summarize the causes of the needs for Nueces 

County. The responses remained very similar to those of the past. There was only one area that 

was considered a newly recognized need. Resource pages provide links to the quantitative and 

qualitative data used to prepare the report. The links to the surveys are available in the 

resource pages, and the focus group discussion of the determined needs is discussed further in 

the report.  
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Survey Results 
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V. Analysis of Data  

Nueces County Community Action Agency solicited responses through online surveys as part of 

our assessment in defining the top five needs of the service area. The audience for the surveys 

encompassed low-income individuals (current and former clients, current and former parents 

of the Birth-to-Five Head Start), residents, volunteers, Board members, and local officials. 

Elected officials for Nueces County were solicited to respond, including State, County, and City 

officials. Additionally, school boards, clergy, affiliated organizations, social media sources, and 

stakeholders of Nueces County were solicited for responses. 

The needs were determined based on the results of the surveys. A ranking scale from 1-5 was 

used to designate the priority of the condition. One was the lowest, and five was the highest-

level need. 

1. Housing   49.9%           Community Need   

2. Childcare    47.9%               Family Need 

3. Job Skills    36.5%                         Family Need 

4. Health and Wellbeing   35.7%            Family Need 

5. Community Resources 34.8%                         Agency Need

¶ Housing  

There continues to be a lack of affordable housing in Nueces County. The median price of 

homes rose by roughly 13 percent, from $200,000 in 2019 to $225,000 in 2020. This roughly 

comes out to a mortgage payment of $1,106.86 a month. According to the U.S. Census Bureau, 

the median household income in Corpus Christi is $56,333. According to Chase, using the 28% 

rule states that a household should spend 28% or less of its monthly gross income on its 

mortgage payment (e.g., principal, interest, taxes, and insurance). That means the average 

family in Corpus Christi struggles to afford the average-priced home (when insurance and 

property tax are factored in too), says Iain Vasey, president/CEO of the Corpus Christi Regional 

Economic Development Corp.

Determined Causes and Conditions:  

The four centralized themes of the causation for housing being the number one need are 

lack of availability of affordable housing, displaced families (evictions), lack of a livable wage, 

and ineffective civil engineering (not enough affordable housing zoned or approved for 

development). The construction of the new harbor bridge displaced low-income families, and 

Nueces County did not have an effective plan for the relocation or future needs of the 

impoverished community. The increased cost of building materials in conjunction with limited 

affordable new housing projects has burdened residents who aren't making a livable wage and 

are in poverty.   Most homes have been built for middle-income families in Southside; the 

supply of homes is virtually non-existent in the low-income neighborhoods.

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 Declines in the construction of new homes that these households can afford are making the

¶ Childcare 

There continues to be a lack of affordable childcare for infants and toddlers. The average 

cost of daycare in Nueces County is $680 per month and can be much more. For parents in 

Texas, childcare continues to be more expensive than in-state tuition at a four-year public 

college. According to the Economic Policy Institute (EPI): "The average annual cost of infant care 

in Texas is $9,324τthat's $777 per month. Child care for a 4-year-old costs $7,062τor $589 

each month." According to the 2021 Cost of Care Survey, the national average for after-school 

child care is $976 (based on 15 hours per week). Comparatively, the average cost of infant care 

in Nueces County would be $897 per month and $10,771 annually. By U.S. Department of 

Health and Human Service standards, infant care is only affordable for 15.8 percent of Texas 

families. The agency's standard says that child care is reasonable if it costs no more than 7 

percent of a family's income. According to the EPI's calculations, infant care for one child would 

take up 15.7 percent of a median family's income in Texas. Childcare is unobtainable for 

workers earning minimum wage, even more so for those requiring the care of an infant.

Determined Causes and Conditions: 

The main issues regarding childcare as a need are varied between financial reasons, family, 

and community-based. The expensive cost of childcare in conjunction with the quality of care

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leaves many without an option. Families who live in poverty, especially single-parent families, 

cannot afford the price of childcare without assistance. It is often difficult to attend training and 

schooling to increase their marketability due to their immediate need to work and care for their 

children. This burden is increased when there are not many community options or family 

members to provide childcare. When families are working but do not have the level of income 

to cover the cost of the excessive child care, many are left with the choice of choosing low-

quality, less expensive care or staying home because they are not making enough to survive 

once childcare is paid for. When there is assistance available for the costliest infant/toddler 

care long waiting list develops because there aren't enough assistance or enrollment options in 

relation to the level of need. Both Cost and availability of childcare is a barrier. Some estimates 

suggest that 50% of childcare slots will remain permanently closed post-pandemic due to the 

economic fragility of childcare centers. High-quality childcare is a central need for working 

families. Meeting this need was a challenge before the pandemic and will become a more 

significant challenge as families try to return to work. When parents cannot find reliable 

childcare or family members to assist with caring for the children, they are not left with many 

options. 

 

Adult Education and Job Skills 

 

 The unemployment rate for people with a high school diploma or less collectively is 46% of those 

unemployed. Management, business, science, and arts make up 37% of employed occupations. The top 

four industries in the county are educational services, healthcare, social assistance, and construction, 

making up 51,457 jobs which are 43% of all jobs. The highest population groups living in poverty have less

than high school education. An increase in the availability of adult education opportunities would increase 

the chance for the adults of Nueces County to improve their job skills and find employment earning a 

livable wage. 

The Texas Education Agency is the state agency that oversees primary and secondary public 

education, headed by the commissioner of education. The Texas Education Agency improves 

outcomes for all public-school students by providing leadership, guidance, and support to 

school systems. There were 22,105 children enrolled in a Nueces County public school district 

during 2020-2021. The Special Populations totals are listed below:

Determined Causes and Conditions: 

 Lack of entry-level skilled training in career field jobs, whether out of high school or 

trade schools, was a need of our community. A lack of outreach from entities that help low-

income individuals often makes the training unaffordable to those in need. The focus group 

often found that these barriers coupled with the systemic family cycle of working for the 

immediate needs vs. future prosperity are a reality. The affordability, availability, accessibility, 

and awareness of programs to assist in job skills translating into a livable wage are lacking. On 

average, 4.5 % of individuals eligible for adult education lack English skills. The residents who 

are not receiving a livable wage live in substandard quality of life. The cycle of poverty 

continues, and the families become reliant on services to survive instead of transitioning out of 

poverty.

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Health and Wellbeing 

 

According to the University of Wisconsin Population Health Institute, County Health 

Rankings & Roadmaps, Nueces County ranks 89 out of 243 for Health Outcomes, previously 

ranked at 193, and Health Factors ranks at 96 out of 243, previously ranked at 193. Nueces 

County has marked improvement to reach the upper 37 percentile dismal 71%. Even with this 

notable improvement Nueces County is below the average of Texas and the Nation in most 

measured areas. High levels of poverty create barriers to which health services can be obtained. 

NCCAA recognizes this trend and incorporates it in planning services rendered to our 

community. 

Health disparities are preventable differences in the burden of disease, injury, violence, or 

opportunities to achieve optimal health experienced by socially disadvantaged populations. 

According to an article in the Corpus Christi Caller-Times, the 78405-zip code is plagued with 

chronic disease, poor mental health, and many COVID-19 cases, higher rates than any other 

county area. In addition, the average life expectancy of this area is 70 years of age. In areas 

such as the 78418-zip code, where there is a more extensive white population, there are lower 

rates of the same health issues and an increased life expectancy by fifteen years. The Texas 

Health Institute states that research shows that a person's zip code is a more significant 

predictor of health than their genetic code. Socioeconomic factors such as education, job 

status, family/social support, income, and community safety account for 40% of a person's 

health; 10 % is shaped by physical environment.   
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Determined Causes and Conditions 

 Mental and behavioral health counseling were the dominant areas in which the focus 

groups identified the location of need in Health and Wellbeing. A lack of coping skills and 

individuals self-medicating were contributing factors in determining the condition. Mental and 

behavioral resources in the community are less than the need for them. Stereotyping, social 

stigmatism, organizational barriers, and the lack of affordable treatment are difficult obstacles 

in addressing this need. The barriers are compounded by the lack of insurance coverage and 

qualified doctors; one focus group participant stated that her child is seeing a doctor from 

Galveston virtually due to the lack of doctors in Nueces County. Due to the lack of doctors, 

many patients are going without care. In Nueces County, access to community services has 

been quite limited. Pediatric and behavioral health care are not routinely integrated in Nueces 

County, which is a missed opportunity for early detection and treatment of pediatric mental 

health concerns. Pediatric care, where the family doctor provides ongoing, routine care for 

children, youth, and their caregivers, is the front line for health care delivery and the place 

where families are most likely to get the help they need for their children. 

This gap between capacity, needs, and several people served has severe ramifications for 

other resources in Nueces County. 
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Community Resources 

Through established partnerships and creating new ones, Nueces County Community Action 

Agency continues to work in tandem with our community and partners to identify and address 

the needs of our community. We strive to place our resources and apply them thoughtfully with 

the most significant effect in this unified effort. Community partnerships are paramount in our 

effort to serve our community and exponentially increase the community in which we operate. 

The Agency takes a holistic approach in serving the community, nesting and collaborating with 

all the components of the organization leading our community to be self-sufficient and to 

transition out of poverty. 

Focus group determined causes: 

 Assistance is needed in our underserved community to become aware of the resources 

and programs to help one obtain a path out of poverty and increase the quality of life. The 

difficulty for individuals to complete the required steps to receive assistance and understand 

the eligibility requirements frustrate and discourage individuals from following through with 

the process. Technology barriers, ineffective communication (getting the message out), and an 

understanding of resources available (211) are encountered by our community in need when 

looking for assistance. Additionally, individuals who live the furthest away from resources and 

opportunities may utilize services in less consistent or frequent rates.

5 d. Community Strengths and Assets 

 Corpus Christi is a prosperous port town about 160 miles north of the Mexican border. It 

is a center for the petroleum and petrochemical industry and a primary shipping gateway on 

the Intracoastal Waterway. There is a military presence with two naval air stations in the 

vicinity and a Texas A&M campus in town. The series of long barrier islands, particularly South 

Padre Island to the south, provides the adventurist excellent beach, boating, and wildlife 

viewing opportunities. The cost of living in Nueces County is 16.6% lower than the U.S. average. 

The time residents spend commuting on average is 19.6 min, less than the national average of 

26.4. Nueces County has the convenience of public transportation, and the geographical area is 

smaller; there are multiple shopping and restaurant opportunities. There are museums, 

libraries, parks, beaches, and fishing which offer inexpensive entertainment options. Our area's 

employer establishments are 8,396, the largest being the Naval Air Station. The upcoming 

addition of a steel mill and an Amazon warehouse to Corpus Christi continues to increase the 

opportunities for employment in Nueces County. Religion and faith-based practices are 

prevalent in the area, with over 265 congregations and other religious organizations. Currently, 

there are 62 nonprofits, such as the Salvation Army and Catholic Charities, that serve low-

income persons and families in our area minus NCCAA, according to the United Corpus Christi 

Chamber of Commerce.

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5 e. Organizational Strengths, Assets, and Challenges 

 Nueces County Community Action Agency has existed for 56 years to provide 

comprehensive services to the people of Nueces County. Services include early childhood 

education for children six weeks through five years old in the Birth-to-Five Head Start, and 

Community Services include affordable case management, tuition assistance, affordable 

housing, utility assistance through CEAP/LIHEAP, and weatherization. 

Funding for the Birth-to-Five Head Start program is received from the Office of Head Start and 

Community Services, is from NeighborWorks America and Community Services Block Grant. The 

agency has a robust governing body through the Board of Directors and the Head Start Policy 

Council; these bodies are supportive and strive to develop community awareness. The agency 

has been responsive to changing needs related to the COVID-19 pandemic. Using technology, 

service strategies were quickly implemented by purchasing new equipment, including laptops 

and cell phones with hot spot capabilities. Increased funding has allowed the agency to provide 

personal protective equipment, air purifiers, and sanitization supplies. The Birth-to-Five Head 

Start program has increased classroom and support staff salaries. 

The Birth-to-Five Head Start struggles with; 1) ending the current rate of staff turnover, 2) 

hiring classroom staff with experience or appropriate education, and 3) having campuses where 

the population continues to move to the outskirts and south side of Nueces County. The Birth-

to-Five Head Start Program hasn't met total enrollment in the preschool division; parents are 

concerned with the up-tick of children's positive COVID cases. When parents are willing to 

enroll in face-to-face services, they enroll in the local school district's preschool programs. 
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NCCAA continues to develop community partnerships and bring awareness to the community 

regarding the variety of offered services.  

5 f. Gaps in services 

 The most significant barriers to addressing the identified needs have not changed much since 

the previous assessment. Current gaps in services based on the updated data trends suggest 

additional support may be indicated for: (a) tuition and employment support, (b) housing 

availability, rent assistance, and utility support particularly for vulnerable populations, (c) 

availability/access to mental and behavioral health services, (d) expanded Early Head Start capacities. 

NCCAA has determined a continuum in the needs for Nueces County. Lack of funding continues to be 

a barrier to the agency in future development of affordable housing and securing a Head Start facility 

in the vicinity of the shifting population. 

5 g. Trends   

Build Back Better Act 

President Biden proposed the Build Back Better Act has not been passed through the Senate 

(as of Jan. 4, 2022). Under the proposed policy, all 3- and 4-year-old children, including those 

without legal status, would be guaranteed access to preschool regardless of their parent's 

income, the most significant expansion of universal and free education since localities 

established public high school a century ago. According to the House Education and Labor 

Committee, the Build Back Better Act includes $380 billion to lower the cost of child care and 

establish universal pre-K for 3- and 4-year-olds. The act could potentially affect the Birth-to-Five 

Head Start Preschool Program by providing funds to other entities for preschool programs.

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Universal Pre-Kindergarten  

"Universal pre-k," also known as "preschool for all," is a policy framework that gives all 

families with preschool-aged children the opportunity to voluntarily enroll their child in a 

publicly-funded pre-kindergarten care and education program in a state or community, as 

stated by the Alliance for Early Success. Universal Pre-Kindergarten, a component of the Build 

Back Better act, fits in line with the tenants and mission of the Head Start Program. Head Start 

delivers high-quality early learning educational services along with health and social services to 

qualifying families.   Under the new proposal, a new, universal pre-K system would be available 

to all. There is momentum and efforts aligned to have the existing Head Start Program 

expanded from a program targeted at families in low-income households to the cornerstone of 

a universal preschool system available to all families. The effort is to nationalize the standard 

ensuring equitable services provided by the nation and not varying standards and levels of 

educational excellence that vary from state to state and school district to school district. 

"BUILDING A UNIVERSAL PRESCHOOL SYSTEM AROUND HEAD START," from the Children's 

Equity Foundation and The Century Project, states "building a universal preschool system from 

Head Start could be the route most likely to result in equity and universality." Upon approval, it 

would be difficult and timely to incorporate a new structure and scheme to meet the end state 

of Universal Pre-Kindergarten for all. Building upon President Johnson's War on Poverty 

initiative and the reauthorization of the Head Start Act in 2007, the country is poised for 

success in this goal by leveraging the current Head Start Programs operating throughout the 

United States.   
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Early open enrollment for Corpus Christi Independent School District (CCISD) started on 

1 February, and CCISD elementary schools will become pre-K centers beginning on 1 September 

2022. CCISD will have seven classrooms supported by staff and faculty of 37 persons. 

Superintendent Roland Hernandez said the area has a continuing need for "high-quality, early 

childhood education" and that administrators are "excited about expanding the district's 

existing pre-K program.

Changing population 

The population in Nueces County has continued to grow, as shown in the 2020 Census, 

with the southside of Corpus Christi and the western areas in the county, including the Banquet 

area, seeing the most significant growth. There was a  decline in the white population, dropping 

31% in correlation to the increase of the Latino and the Black people to increase by 5% each. 

This shift correlates to the growing diversity of the nation and Nueces County. Business 

investing in Nueces County and the surrounding areas and a nationally lower cost of living are 

attractive traits of the area. This helps maintain the area's youth seeking local employment 

rather than taking their skills elsewhere. This evidence and historical data support the growth 

of the population in Nueces County. 

Comprehensive care for mental and behavioral health 

According to the Comprehensive Behavioral Health Nueces County Community Needs 

Assessment, prevalent data suggest that Nueces County has limited crisis care for children and 

youth with mental and emotional disorders. Approximately 25,000 children and youth in the

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county have mental health needs; of these children and youth, there is an estimated 5,000 that 

have a Severe Emotional Disturbance (SED). The current estimation for adults is that there are 

approximately 65,000 adults with mental health needs, of which about 10,000 have a severe 

mental health illness. 

More than half of the children and youth with SED and adults with Serious Mental 

Illnesses (SMI) live in poverty, complicating healthcare access. In addition to living in poverty, 

the adult SMI is exacerbated by simultaneous other health concerns such as substance use 

disorders and complex health issues. 

The current calculations of Psychiatric hospital admissions are 92 admissions for children as 

young as six years old. There have been 3459 admissions for adults 18 years old and up. There 

is a significant gap in care for children and youth with severe emotional disturbances living in 

poverty. The most recent data suggests that only 695 with SED living in poverty have received 

the needed care, which equals 34.7%. 

Providers in Nueces County report a shortage of mental health providers available to treat 

children and you with mental health needs. Consequently, many children and youth receive 

fewer services than they need or wait weeks or months to access services, resulting in 

worsening and increased understanding of symptoms. 

Untreated child and youth mental health conditions are linked to higher school absence 

rates. Student cognitive and behavioral health concerns affect the student experiencing the 

problem, but they also impact the people surrounding them. Students with unaddressed 

mental and behavioral health symptoms can also disrupt the learning environment for other 

students. 
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Children and youth with untreated mental and behavioral disorders have a higher probability of 

using street drugs to aid in the treatment of symptoms, ultimately leading to addictions and 

possibly suicide. Since 2000 there has been an increase in suicides; there have been 31 deaths 

from suicide in children as young as six years old. 

Services through the pandemic 

The Corona Virus Pandemic continues to impact our community.   Increases in 

homelessness, poverty, declining mental health, affordable child care, and overall one's health 

add to the struggles of our underserved population. While new challenges continue to present 

themselves to our community, NCCAA continues to provide services in person and remotely 

when necessary. We continue to assist our community safely and efficiently to include our staff 

and governance. There is no coincidence that the Nueces County zip codes with the higher 

rates of COVID-19 cases also had higher rates of chronic disease, uninsured, living in poverty, 

uneducated, and low median income.   COVID-19 has complicated life for everyone; many 

residents struggle to reach pre-pandemic revenue, sick children participating in virtual 

classrooms, and restricted lifestyles lead to elevated stress. There has not been a return to 

normalcy. Unfortunately, due to COVID-19, many of the family resources that assist in reducing 

the stressors are not as available as they once were. Nueces County Community Action Agency 

continues to be reactive and proactive in ensuring we follow all mandated guidelines and 

address the health and safety of our NCCAA Family. 

The unemployment rate of Nueces County is expected to decrease as employment 

opportunities arise through the recovery of the economic system when the constraints of the 

COVID 19 pandemic are eased. Opportunities now exist in which more jobs are waiting to be 

filled than those filling them. The education gap continues to be an issue for more skilled 
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positions. Still, many of the opportunities opening back up are in the service industries where 

post-high school education is not a prerequisite. 

Family Safety 

The Nueces County District Attorney attributes a rise in domestic violence to added 

stress and quarantine. Texas Department of Public Safety reports that there have been 4,851 

said domestic violence cases from January 2020 through January 2021. Family violence in Texas 

falls into five general categories:  assaults, homicides, kidnapping/abductions, robberies, and 

sex offenses (criminal data was obtained from three local police departments; Corpus Christi, 

Robstown, and Driscoll). 

Human trafficking is a prevalent concern in the NCCAA service area. Nueces County is 

centrally located to the Mexico border, San Antonio, and Houston, with access to major 

highways, which enable easy transportation of victims. New Life Ministries reports that current 

estimates are that 2900 children in Corpus Christi are trafficked in one year. Every man, 

woman, teen, and child ς no one person is not vulnerable to this. Recognizing Human 

Trafficking is key to prevention and awareness. 

 The agency's findings on child maltreatment fatalities and near fatalities in Nueces 

County are 2% of perpetrators repeatedly abused/neglected children and children with 

recurring incidents of abuse were at 5% (alleged and confirmed). Allegations of abuse/neglect 

in daycares showed a rollercoaster of ups and downs beginning in 2012 with 28 but then 

suddenly spiked in 2016 with a severe decline the following year in 2017. Numbers showed a 

drop in 2017-2020 but suddenly rose again in 2021 to 28. Abuse and neglect investigations in 

victims showed 1000 confirmed and 3029 unconfirmed cases. The number of children CPS has 

in conservatorship has escalated from 681 to 840 from 2012 to 2021. There were four child 
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abuse/neglect-related fatalities and one child abuse/neglect-related fatalities in DFPS 

Conservatorship at the time, and 360 children have been removed from the home by CPS 

because the child needed protection. Population and poverty estimate for children age 0-4, 

according to the American Community Survey 5-year data, averaged 20.3% nationally. The 

reported poverty rate for Nueces County estimate is 28.3%, substantially higher than the 

national average.   

Dropout Rates 

 The dropout rate for students is trending slightly to better its student retention. School 

districts in the county continue to support education and opportunities through academic and 

extracurricular growth and development. Nueces County continues to improve upon its 

teaching standards and supporting efforts to keep children in school. 

Housing 

 The housing shortage continues to be a struggle in the county and has only increased 

recently. The cost of materials has risen dramatically, affecting the overall cost of houses in the 

area. More owners elect to live in the homes rather than invest in them as income 

opportunities. High prices and homeownership result in fewer available rental properties that 

have increasing costs of rent. There appears to be no immediate relief in sight shortly as supply 

chains are broken, the need for housing rises, and those available are declining.

ADULT EDUCATION   

Domain: Employment and Education 

Adult Education and job skills are required to make a difference in the level of poverty in Nueces.  

County. Families will not be able to transition out of poverty without sustainable wages. Added Community 

Partnerships should be created with programs that provide job skills and adult education. 

 
AFFORDABLE HOUSING  

Domain: Housing

(jobs). The city is trying to address this issue, but it will remain a need for the next few years as 

the population steadily increases. The agency has an established goal to find additional funding 

to develop currently owned property with affordable housing. 

MEDICAL MENTAL HEALTH NEEDS  

Domain: Health and Social Behavior 

Community education about this need is the necessary first step to address this issue. The 

Birth-to-Five Head Start works with children and families to raise awareness and provide early 

intervention and support to the family to ensure the necessary resources. 

CHILDCARE AND EARLY CHILDHOOD EDUCATION  

Domain: Health and Social Behavior 

Childcare and early childhood education must be made more accessible and affordable. 

Agencies must offer these services while increasing awareness of services, especially in poverty 

areas. The Head Start program will be requesting a conversion of preschool into infant and 

toddler enrollment slots.  

COMMUNITY RESOURCES 

Domain: Civic Engagement 

Community resources are necessary to assist the clients in transitioning families out of poverty. 

We need to help the families gain the skills to leverage resources independently. Develop 

resource libraries for our clients, invite guest speakers to meetings, and educate the families on 

the importance of advocating for themselves.
